On August 6, we celebrated National Night Out. City-wide, a record fifteen neighborhood get-togethers were at-
tended by approximately one-thousand residents. Many representatives from the City participated including
Council Members, our City Manager, and several City Directors. CHPD staff, including myself, Commanders,
Lieutenants, Sergeants, Police Officers, Community Service Officers, Animal Control Officers, Volunteers, In-
terns, and Explorers made sure that each community event was covered. This was the most successful National
Night Out we have had to date - it truly is one of our most eagerly anticipated events and never fails to reinforce
the integral partnership we share with our citizens. Old and young alike enjoyed the delicious potluck and barbe-
ques, fun, and activities - but the camaraderie and strong sense of community bonding is what makes this night so
special.

Also in August, CHPD and the City of Citrus Heights sponsored its first-ever Police Motorcycle Competi-

tion. Riders from all over Northern California gathered to compete in various timed events and courses as laid out
in the parking lot of the Sunrise Mall. The event was well attended by both competitors and spectators, despite
the warm weather. A bicycle rodeo and other activities were available for little ones; great fun was had by

all. We look forward to hosting our 2nd Annual Competition next year.

Another milestone achieved this summer was the completion of our ninth CHPD Citizens’ Academy class. Over
the course of ten weeks, enrolled citizens are immersed in the inner workings of the police department and learn
first-hand about the duties and responsibilities of a law enforcement professional. Students are exposed to all fac-
tions of the agency including Dispatch, K9, SWAT, CSI, and so much more. The course culminates with a gradu-
ation ceremony/celebration and this class of twenty-one members was no exception. It is always an honor for me
to personally congratulate each graduate with a Certificate of Achievement and thank them for taking part in this
exceptional program. The Citizens Academy is an excellent networking platform from which CHPD has the op-
portunity to more closely interact with - and get to know — the citizens with whom we live and work alongside
each day.

Annually, the California Peace Officer’s Association Awards Committee reviews nominations recognizing the
most deserving law enforcement personnel throughout the state of California. We recently learned that this year’s
Award of Distinction is being presented to CHPD’s own Dispatch Unit. Often, Dispatchers assume additional
responsibilities and assignments that go above and beyond their role as 9-1-1 call takers. Our Dispatch Team was
selected for their on-going efforts ranging from Project Lifesaver to the Holiday Referral Program. This conferral
is well-deserved; the accolade their distinction affords both the department and our city is something of which
they should all be quite proud.

Looking forward, one of our big undertakings will be for the benefit of our Citrus Heights Police Activities
League (CHPAL). CHPAL is committed to fostering positive relationships, based on trust and respect, between
youth and law enforcement through a variety of different activities and programs. The classes and events offered
to CHPAL members are funded solely through donations from businesses, citizens, and grants, and are staffed
with volunteers from the city, police department, and community. In an effort to raise money to provide the chil-
dren with more programs and activities, CHPAL will be raffling off three of our original CHPD Harley Road
King motorcycles.

Every year hundreds of thousands of people around the world take part in World
Rabies Day to help raise awareness about and/or to prevent the spread of rabies. Thanks to gen-

, the and local animal regulatory agencies once again participated in World Rabies
Day — their 4th annual event.
This year, the Citrus Heights Animal Services participated in the attempt of a Guinness World Record for
the number of pets microchipped within 8 hours, CHAS microchipped 535 pets! In the “Three for Free”
campaign, we offered free microchips and free rabies vaccines to dogs and cats, as well as a free one-year
license to all first time, altered pets. On Saturday, September 28th, SVVMA and local veterinarians, vet-
erinary students and animal technicians were at 11 locations throughout the greater Sacramento region,
including: Auburn, Folsom, Placerville, Rancho Cordova, Citrus Heights (2 sites), Elk Grove (3 sites),
and Sacramento (2 sites). Vaccine clinics were open from 9:00am to 5:00pm. The SVVMA encourages
pet owners to celebrate World Rabies Day every year with them!

8 Are You Prepared for Fall Weather?

Fall is upon us and it is time to make sure you are prepared for the rainy season. Follow the four
steps below to safeguard your family and property this winter:

Know your flood risk: Is your property subject to flooding? Are you in a repetitively flooded area? If you are
not sure, you can contact the General Services Department at (916) 727-4770 or general-
services(@citrusheights.net and ask whether or not your property is located within the 100 Year Flood Plain. You
can also access these maps directly from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Map Service
Center at https://msc.fema.gov. If you are new to a location, you may consider asking your neighbors about the
street’s flooding history.

Rake your leaves: Debris such as leaves and twigs can prevent the flow of water from gutter to storm drain and
cause localized flooding. To prevent clogged drains, properly dispose of yard waste in your green waste bin. If
you see a clogged storm drain, contact the General Services Department at (916) 727-4770.

Buy flood insurance: Protect your investment in your property! Nearly 20 percent of flood insurance claims
come from moderate to low-risk areas. You can still obtain flood insurance if your home or business is removed
from the mapped floodplain. There is a 30-day waiting period on new flood insurance so do not delay. Infor-
mation about flood insurance is available at FEMA’s official National Flood Insurance Program website,
www.floodsmart.gov.

Stockpile a few sandbags: Even if you have not flooded before, the City recommends
keeping flood-fighting materials on hand in case of an emergency. The City provides
sandbags as a convenience to its residents at the corporation yard, located just north of the
Police Department (6315 Fountain Square Drive). In the event of an official storm event,
the City opens additional locations. Visit www.chstormwater.org for additional locations.

AUBURN BLVD. COMPLETE STREETS REVITALIZATION PROJECT

The Auburn Boulevard Complete Streets Revitalization Project - Segment II, which includes under-
grounding of utilities from Rusch Park to Sylvan Corners and street improvements from Rusch Park to
Sycamore Drive, is nearing completion. The mainline joint trench along the one-mile segment of the
project (Rusch Park to Sylvan Corners) is now complete. All conversions from overhead to under-
ground service have been completed and all utility poles have been removed. With the poles removed,
there is now a noticeable difference in the skyline of Auburn Boulevard. Street improvements includ-
ing, sidewalks, driveways, and curb and gutter are also complete with new landscaping accenting the
newly paved Auburn Boulevard. The new traffic signal at Auburn and Antelope Road, which will now
feature two left-hand turn lanes, is operational and a new pedestrian bridge has been set at Rusch

Park. In the next month, other decorative finishing touches will be built at the Auburn and Antelope
intersection and to the entrance of Rusch Park. Segment II is expected to be completed this fall, with
Segment III starting in October. Segment III will continue the street improvements from Sycamore

Drive to Sylvan Corners. The project has already gone out to bid | AUburn

Sunrise Blvd Complete Streets Im-
provements - Phase 3 (Antelope Road
to north ity Limits - west side only)

On September [2th the (ity Council approved a design contract amendment increasing the budget for right-of-way
acquisition services. The original concept plan anticipated obtaining R/W from 4 parcels, but the final design shows
that right-of-way is needed from 11. The right-of-way acquisition team has begun the appraisal process and expects to
make offers in November /December 2013.

Area 5 Traffic Safety, Accessibility and
Walkability Phase 1A Project

(&C Construction (C&C) began work on July 15th and is making good progress on the various concrete improvements.
(&C is approximately 90% complete and expects to wrap up all work by mid-October.

Sunrise/Sungarden Intersection
Safety Improvement Project

Staff provided full comments on the 65% plans to the consultant on September 11th. The design team is now waiting
for Caltrans to complete its review and approval of the various State and Federal environmental documents, aiter
which the design team will finalize the full plan and specification package and submit a request for authorization
(RFA) to construct to Caltrans (expected November 2013). Staff anticipates approval of the RFA in December and will
advertise for bids in February 2014. Construction, which should begin by June 2014 should take approximately five
months.

Bicycle Transportation Act Grant -
2013 Signs & Striping of Bike Lanes

This work will be completed no later than November 10, 2013.

2013 Residential Street Resurfacing
Program

Central Valley Engineering and Asphalt (CVE) began work September 3rd. Initial operations include construction of
accessible curb ramps and miscellaneous concrete and pavement repairs.
